Full Membership (annual dues $100 per year)
Requirements:
- Must be at least 18 years of age
- Must own a sailboat
Priveleges:
- Member may vote in all club elections
- May serve on the board of directors or as an officer of the corporation
- Member and member’s immediate family will have full use of all club facilities as specified in the
member handbook
- Member and member’s immediate family may participate in all club sponsored events

Full Family Membership (annual dues $150 per year)
Requirements:
- Two adults (parent/adult child, husband/wife, boyfriend/girlfriend, etc.) 18 or older
- Must own a sailboat (individually or jointly)
Priveleges:
- Both members may vote in all club elections
- May serve on the board of directors or as an officer of the corporation
- Both members and immediate family will have full use of all club facilities as specified in the member
handbook
- Both members and immediate family may participate in all club sponsored events

Associate Membership (annual dues $50 per year)
Requirements:
- Must be at least 18 years of age
- Sailboat ownership not required
Priveleges:
- Member and member’'s immediate family will have full use of all club facilities as specified in the
member handbook
- Member and member’'s immediate family may participate in all club sponsored events

Full, Family & Associate Member Responsibilites
- Member agrees to conduct him/herself in a sportsmanlike manner
- Member is responsible for the behavior of his/her family and guests when using club facilities and
during club functions
- Member is responsible for any damages to property incurred by his/her actions

Junior Membership (annual dues $35 per year)
Requirements:
- Must be between 18 and 25 years of age and enrolled as a student
- Sailboat ownership not required
- Junior member must be approved by board of directors
Priveleges:
- May participate in all scheduled club activities
Responsibilities:
- Member must participate in four hours per month of volunteer service to the club
- Member agrees to conduct him/herself in a sportsmanlike manner
- Member is responsible for any damages to property incurred by his/her actions
